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Quilt Show 2024 Summary 
Submitted to the NLQG membership on March 16, 2024 

Compiled by Lisa Taylor, Show Chair 
The show held at the West Monroe Convention Center was attended by 1122 people. Of those, 765 
paid $7 each while 357 were either members of NLQG or over 79 years of age or under 9. Attend-
ance was down 28% from our previous show in 2022.  

The show displayed 229 quilts which included 10 Featured Quilts and 6 Barn Quilts. A fashion show 
of styles created by Dorothy Williams was a highlight of Saturday.  

There were 20 vendors. Vendor income was up 28% from our previous show in 2022.  
3857 tickets were sold for the Donation Quilt. The winner was Julie LaFleur, the sister of Peggy Moffett 
(Grateful Threads), from Monticello, AR. Income for the quilt was down 30% from 2022 but almost 
equal to the 2020 quilt.  

1154 tickets were sold for the raffle baskets donated by various members, vendors, and local retailers. 
This was down 35% from 2022 

All expenses were at or below the amount budgeted except for the Convention Center rental which was 
over budget by $185 due to 4 electrical drops needed for additional vendors and tax charged on the 
invoice. Overall, total expenses were $335 below budget.  

 
SO WHY THE CHANGES? (In my humble opinioné) 

The weather ï it was beautiful both days. In 2022, it was very cold and rainy! 
The economy ï everything is expensive right now! 
The Shop Hop ï Keep in mind that people from larger metropolitan areas do not frequently visit 
Ouachita Parish and last summer they came in force. The Shop Hop was NOT a bad thing at 
all (we made about $5000), but here are the locations that were significantly down in Quilt 
Show attendance from 2022: 
Mississippi down 66% (Vicksburg shop closedé?) 
Baton Rouge area down 56% 
Caddo Parish down 54% 
Rapides Parish down 52% 

The pandemic ï Our show in 2022 was not long after everyone had been couped up for almost 2 
years and people were just getting comfortable getting out. Money was prevalent and shop-
ping was prolific! The 2022 show was a ñperfect stormò in a good way!
